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RESIDENTS’ ‘DUST BUSTER’ LEAFLET
You might like to consider the following advice to help reduce the amount of dust entering your home during the demolition and construction period: 
Doorways: 
· Clean around outside steps and entrances 

· Take shoes off at the door 
· Install a door mat and clean regularly 
Windows: 

· Leave your windows closed during the day or as much as you can

· Keep trickle vents closed during the day especially when it is windy

· Install draught excluders within window frames to prevent dust entering, this will also assist in the reduction of your heating bills ( this method is not suitable for double glazing)

Clothes Drying: 

· Use your washing line to dry clothes when the contractors are not working in your local area 

Dusting: 

· Use a damp cloth for dusting as this will prevent dust spreading throughout your home. Wash out the cloth ready for the next time that you need it.  

     Attic Hatch: 
· If you are able seal your attic hatch, this will reduce dust entry and will also assist in the reduction of heating bills

LEADBITTER’S COMMITMENTS
Demolition and construction do create dust; however Leadbitter is committed to ensure that we take every practical measure to reduce the amount of dust associated with the renewal of your neighbourhood in North Town. 
Our approach is based around three principles 
· prevention 
· suppression and 
· good housekeeping 
And we commit to keep to these principles using the methods set out below: 

During Demolition – Our demolition method is to dismantle the buildings slowly, rather than knock them down in one go. We then separate the products so that they can be recycled. This method reduces the amount of dust released because the process is slow and less violent than the traditional method. Water is then sprayed throughout the area and suppresses the majority of dust released during normal weather conditions.
During Concrete Crushing – In line with our commitment to the environment, we are crushing a large amount of the demolished material rather than sending it to landfill. This enables us to reuse it to provide the sub-bases for roads and pathways. This process involves 1 machine loading the crusher and 1 removing the crushed material at the other end. The crushing machine has a hose attached to it that sprays the loading section of the machine with water to reduce the dust.

When Cutting materials - During the build process all masonry will be “wet cut” so as not to release dust. Other cutting processes will involve the use of dust extraction equipment.  

Site Wide Cleanliness – During construction we continue to strip the area of natural ways of reducing dust ie paving and grass are removed revealing the earth below. This means that dust can and will during dry and windy periods be released into the surrounding area. We will regularly clean site roads and also we have imposed a speed limit to ensure that we reduce the amount of dust that we create as vehicles move around.  

All these issues will be temporary and affect different areas at different times. When the new homes are built surrounding areas will be reinstated and natural sealants such as paths and grass will be replaced.
